PROGRAMS AVAILABLE FOR VOLUNTEERS:

Food Distribution Delivery Assistant
When & Where:  Must be available during the following timeframe:  One Saturday each month 8:00 a.m. -10:00 a.m.  Meet behind Kroger at 1800 Republic Road in Virginia Beach and then the group will proceed to Atlantis Apartments, Atlantis Rd (999 Atlantis Ave,VB) or Friendship Village (Carver Ave, VB).  Ongoing throughout the year.
Volunteer Job Description:   Assist in picking up food from Kroger and then delivering the food to the Atlantis or Friendship Community Center for families residing in low income apartments. Deliver to seniors’ apartments.
Qualifications/Requirements: Reliable, accountable, and have a positive attitude.  Valid drivers license is desired.

Mentoring:  1Life Mentoring – Atlantis & Friendship Village
When & Where:  Monday nights for boys from 6:30-7:30 p.m at Atlantis Community Center, Atlantis Drive in Virginia Beach. Tuesday night for girls from 6:30 – 7:30 pm.
Volunteer Job Description: 1Life Mentoring is a team of mentors who work with at-risk youth in Atlantis Apartments.  The focus of this program is to empower young people to realize that they can make a difference in this world.  These teens will develop positive self-esteem and good healthy relationship skills in an atmosphere of encouragement and love.

Qualifications/Requirements:  Reliable, accountable and have a positive attitude.  Must enjoy working with youth.  Must have own transportation to site.  Requires an interview and background check.
REGENERATION
REGENERATION is a recovery program utilizing the Celebrate Recovery Curriculum to come alongside people dealing with life controlling issues.  This program deals with all types of self-controlling issues (drugs, alcohol, pornography, eating disorders, gambling, co-dependency and cutting) and helps them beak free and move on to healthy, productive lives.  

When and Where:  Tuesdays  nights at 7:30 p.m. at Wave Church, 1000 North Great Neck Road.  Dinner served at 6:30 pm.
